The role of morphology

ÅMany cases of lymphoma can be 
distinguished from benign lymphoid 
proliferations by careful attention to 
morphology

ÅIn addition, architectural and cytological 
features are sufficient to subtype a 
number of lymphomas

ÅHowever, morphological mimics are common
